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Ice Theatre of New York is dedicated to develop ice skating as a per-
forming art through its performances and educational program. It has created
an environment in which professional skaters from various backgrounds can
collaborate with choreographers, musicians, writers, and visual artists to cre-
ate and perform new works. Ice Theatre is the nation's first not-for-profit ice
dancing ensemble to be awarded grants by National Endowment for the Arts,
New York State Council on the Arts and NYC Department of Cultural Affairs
as a dance company.

Founded by Moira North in 1984, the Company has created a reper-
tory of over 60 works, including works by major modern dance
choreographers such as Jacqulyn Buglisi, Ann Carlson, Laura Dean, Alberto
Del Saz, Donlin Foreman, David Dorfman, Lar Lubovitch and Elisa Monte, as
well as works by ice choreographers. The repertory ranges from 12-skater
ensemble dances to solos, duets and trios, with music from classical to con-
temporary. Among renowned guest artists who have performed with Ice
Theatre are Olympic Champion John Curry, Toller Cranston, Paul Wylie, Yuka
Sato, Gary Beacom and Katherine Healy.

Some distinctive projects that Ice Theatre has participated in are
Montreal Fashions on Ice, an annual show at Rockefeller Center featuring
unique styles from Montreal, and Winter Solstice on Ice, a TV production shot
in Finland and aired by A&E. Ice Theatre has been produced by major dance
presenters including Boston's Dance Umbrella, Vermont's Flynn Theatre,
Dancing in the Streets, Creative Time, First Night Annapolis, and in Europe.
The Company also performs on proscenium stages in addition to the traditional
rink seftings.

Outreach programs include the Lunchtime Concert Series at the rink at
Rockefeller Plaza, free to the public. Another program, New Works and Young
Artist Series at Riverbank State Park, is dedicated to giving emerging chore-
ographers and young performers an opportunity to present new works fo
audiences of school children from the area and to providing skating clinics for
public school students from Harlem and Washington Heights. The Company
has also performed and conducted master classes throughout the United States

and Canada.

These works were rehearsed and performed at our summer residency at
Jamestown Ice Arena this year, made possible by the New York State Council
on the Arts. '

Outside of the competitive arena of the Olympic Games or regional cham-
pionships, audiences worldwide have known little of any forum in which the
cultivation of artistic impression overrides the sole concentration on technical
prowess as the raidson d'etre of ice performances. It was in recognition of this
need, both for skaters and audiences, that Ice Theatre of New York was
founded and continues to provide such a unique and important venues for skat-
ing artists.

From middle of the night rehearsals to outdoor performances in New York
City and on the Bothnian Gulf in Finland to performance on stage in perform-
ing arts centers, Ice Theatre continues to pioneer the development of artistic
skating.
